Description of the youth group:
Helsinki City Youth department has a variety of Youth center´s in Helsinki and Fallkulla domestic animal farm is one of them. It is the only municipally owned youth center in Finland where young people can take part in practical work with livestock and farm work. Young people can take care of traditional farm animals: sheeps, goats, pigs, cattle, hens, ducks, rabbits, horses and cats. 

In Fallkulla we have a group of active girls who would like to find a partner and take part in a youth exchange. Our group consists of 15 girls aged between 13 to 16. They live around metropolitan area and come in the evenings to Fallkulla farm to take care of the animals and farm work or take part in various other things. The girls are social, energetic, spontaneous and very nice.

We would like to find a group where the young people are the same age as our group, but it doesn´t matter if the group consist of boys and girls. 

Themes we are intrested of: 
Because we have animals in our youth center, it is natural that the themes could be related to animals, nature, environment. But we are also open to other suggestions.
